Hanasaari is a well-known congress centre, located on a beautiful archipelago headland near to the centre of Helsinki, providing both modern conference facilities and a high standard restaurant and hotel. It is also a Swedish-Finnish cultural centre which seeks to expand and improve connections between Finland and Sweden on various different fields. The Hanasaari Cultural Centre was officially inaugurated on 1 June 1975 and has been known ever since for its seminars, art exhibitions, literary visits, concerts, film soirées and library with a broad selection of Finnish and Swedish literature.
Lectures and workshops will take place at Hanasaari and all participants will also be accomodated there. The price of the summer school includes full maintenance: meals at Hanasaari, accommodation in single rooms, and for example morning swim and morning sauna.
How to get there?
By public transportation:
Hanasaari enjoys a frequent bus service. Hanasaari Cultural Centre is served by all buses operating along the Länsiväylä road (sometimes called “the Westway”) from Helsinki (local Espoo bus numbers 102-166). The Espoo buses start from platforms 42-55 at the new terminal in Kamppi shopping centre. The trip takes between 5 and 15 minutes, depending on the traffic, from Helsinki city centre. Hanasaari has an own bus stop which is about 300 metres from the Cultural Centre. For further details on bus transport check the local authority website.
Those arriving at Helsinki-Vantaa airport can either take a taxi directly to the Hanasaari Cultural Centre (the taxi stations are right outside the Arrivals Halls of the Domestic and International terminals) or travel by bus changing at Helsinki city centre. The local buses with numbers 615 and 451 depart from the International Terminal, but it is possible to take the Finnair City Bus to downtown Helsinki, too. The trip takes between 40 and 55 minutes.
Participants arriving at the terminals for ferries from Stockholm or Estonia can reach Hanasaari most easily by taxi or by bus through Helsinki city centre.
Please note that there is also a power station in East Helsinki called Hanasaari and that the Cultural Centre is situated in Espoo.
Ticket prices:

When travelling to Hanasaari by bus a regional ticket is needed.

Buying a 1-day, 3-days or 5-days regional tourist ticket is a good option when one needs to travel both within the Helsinki city area and the neighbouring communities (as in this case).

The single ticket is a better solution for an occasional traveller. Drivers sell single tickets for both regional and city internal transport, but they can also be purchased from the ticket vending machines.

The price of a regional single ticket for an adult is currently EUR 3,80.
