NordWel Summer School is an intensive course organised by Nordic Centre of Excellence: The Nordic Welfare State – Historical Foundations and Future Challenges, NordWel, in every August. This year the summer school will be held in Espoo, Finland, 21-26 August. The course is meant to give Nordic and foreign PhD students and young researchers access to the scholars doing cutting-edge research in the field in question.

The aim of the NordWel Summer School 2008 is to stimulate cross-disciplinary and multi-perspective discussions among the students and guest lecturers on the welfare state, its historical background and its future.

Welfare States have and can be studied from a number of theoretical and methodological approaches, with various chronological perspectives and with a focus on different empirical phenomena. As stated in the title “State, Society & Citizen – the Multilayered Historicity of the Welfare State” our aim is to stimulate cross-disciplinary and multi-perspective discussions on the welfare state as a historical phenomenon and concept.

The welfare state is to be understood as a broad concept and papers at the summer school can include papers on welfare institutions; historical and social preconditions; ideas, visions and critiques; transnational and comparative perspectives as well as studies of agents and social movements. The list of possible theme is perhaps infinite.

The summer school will – inspired by new trends within welfare research – challenge our often very narrow national and contemporary understanding of the welfare state. Our aim is to bring together PhD students and young researchers and stimulate a discussion that will challenge and maybe bring us beyond well-established concepts and understandings.

General Information

The NordWel Summer School 2008 is organised by NCoE NordWel in collaboration with the Danish Research School for History and Nordic Research School for Contemporary History. The summer school is also funded by the aforementioned institutions.

Admission

The Summer School is open to PhD students and young Nordic and international researchers. The number of participants admitted is limited to 25-30. Those who successfully complete the summer school will be credited with 10 ECTS. 

Participation fee

The participation fee of EUR 100 will cover tuition, accommodation, lunch and coffee/tea during lectures and workshops, dinners and social programme. The travel costs will also be covered up to a reasonable limit by NCoE NordWel and the Danish Research School for History. Please spare all receipts and take photocopies of them before sending the originals to NCoE NordWel. Without receipts, the travel costs cannot be covered.

Location / Accommodation

Lectures and workshops will take place at Hanasaari Finnish-Swedish Cultural Centre and all participants will also be accommodated there. Hanasaari is a well-known congress centre, situated on a beautiful archipelago headland near to the centre of Helsinki, providing both modern conference facilities and a high standard restaurant and hotel. The Hanasaari Cultural Centre was officially inaugurated on 1 June 1975 and has been known ever since for its seminars, art exhibitions, literary visits, film soirées and library with a broad selection of both Finnish and Swedish literature.

Breakfast is served between 7-9am (Monday-Friday) and 8-10 am (Saturday-Sunday). Light evening meal is available at 9 pm on Thursday, Friday, Saturday and Tuesday.

Local transportation

Hanasaari enjoys a frequent bus service. It is served by all buses operating along the Länsiväylä road (sometimes called “the Westway”) from Helsinki (local Espoo bus numbers 102-166). The Espoo buses start from platforms 42-55 at the new terminal in Kamppi shopping centre. The trip takes between 5 and 15 minutes, depending on the traffic volume, from Helsinki city centre. Hanasaari has an own bus stop which is about 300 metres from the Cultural Centre.

When travelling to Hanasaari by bus a regional ticket is needed. Buying a 1-day, 3-days or 5-days regional tourist ticket is a good option when one needs to travel both within the Helsinki city area and the neighbouring communities, as in this case. The single ticket is a better solution for an occasional traveller. Drivers sell single tickets for both regional and city internal transport, but the tickets can also be purchased from the ticket vending machines. The price of a regional single ticket for an adult is currently EUR 3,80.

If you travel by taxi, please note that there is also a power station in the Helsinki region called Hanasaari and that the Hanasaari Cultural Centre is actually situated in Espoo.

Social Programme

Friday 22 August

The Night of the Arts (this year Friday 22 August) is probably the largest event of Helsinki Festival, including different kinds of shows all around the city from early evening until the small hours. This year a special free concert marking forty years of Helsinki Festival will take place on 22 August at the Senate’s Square, Helsinki.

Helsinki Festival takes place in August, it is annually organised in late summer. The first Helsinki Festival took place in 1968, its predecessor was known as the Sibelius weeks (founded in 1951). In its forty years the festival has presented a unique line up from Luciano Pavarotti to Massive Attack, from Picasso to Andy Warhol, from the New York City Philharmonic to La Fura dels Baus etc. Events such as the Flow music festival, the Poetry Moon, the UMO Jazz Fest, Viapori Jazz and the Art Goes Kapakka complement the Festival offering.

The festival is the largest arts festival in Finland and its aim is to make art accessible for all. In 2007, the festival had a total of 307,357 visitors of which 88,800 attended ticketed events. The 2007 open air art exhibitions are estimated to have attracted some 450,000 additional visitors.

The 2008 Helsinki Festival programme includes classical and world music, circus, dance, theatre, a children’s programme, cinema and a range of urban events.

Sunday 24 August

On the 24th of August we will visit Mustio Manor (Svartå in Swedish) and Fiskars Village, situated about one hundred kilometres west of Helsinki. First we will head at Mustio and later in the afternoon to the Fiskars Village. After a guided tour at Fiskars we will have dinner in a beautiful restaurant situated in the old ironworks environment.

In the seventeenth century the parish of Pohja (Pojo) became the centre of iron manufacturing in Finland. The ironworks in Mustio (Svartå) was founded in 1616, in Antskog in 1640 and the following year in Billnäs. Fiskars ironworks was founded in 1649 when Queen Christina of Sweden granted a Dutch businessman, Peter Thorwörste, a privilege to cast iron and forged products. Pohja had natural water power that could be harnessed plus plenty of wood to provide the raw material for charcoal. Furthermore, it provided a suitable port.

An important period in the history of Fiskars began in 1822 when it was bought by Johan Julin. Among other things, Julin had Finland's first fine forging workshop built in 1832 which manufactured e.g. the mechanical structures for the Saimaa canal and lots of columns etc. for the Finlayson cotton mill in Tampere (Tammerfors). In addition Fiskars ploughs contributed to the development of Finnish agriculture. Under Julin, the village grew steadily.

In the 1980's the production was moved to Billnäs and as the industry moved from the village, its inhabitants followed and thus many of the buildings were left empty. Various development plans were created in order to keep the place and its traditions alive. The village with its unique environment and buildings appealed in particular to crafts people and by 1993, professionals from more than 20 fields of arts had moved in. In 1996 the Artisans, Designers and Artists of Fiskars Co-operative was founded and today the co-operative has more than one hundred members. After 1996 Fiskars has quickly established its position as a showcase of high-quality Finnish art and industrial design.

In the decades of the last century the company's development for its part mainly followed the general trends of the Finnish economy. At the end of the 20th century Fiskars was a multi-branch company which, in addition to its stake in the metal industry, was involved in the manufacture of cranes, flagpoles, and electronic goods, among other things.

Mustio Manor has a history of more than two hundred years. Magnus Linder II, the owner of the Mustio ironworks, had the manor built from 1783-1792. The Manor House is the largest non-ecclesiastic wooden building in Finland and nowadays serves as a museum.

Monday 25 August

On the 25th of August we will have a guided tour at Suomenlinna fortress (Sveaborg in Swedish) and a dinner cruise in the Helsinki archipelago.

In 1747, when Finland was part of the Swedish realm, the Diet in Stockholm decided that a fortress be built to serve as the main base for the armed forces stationed in Finland. The design of the fortress was assigned to Augustin Ehrensvärd, a Swedish artillery officer of aristocratic backround. One of the main reasons for building the fortress was to help Sweden counter the ambitions of Russia.

During the Russian era, from 1809 onwards, there was a large garrison at Suomenlinna and the fortress became increasingly urban: there were shops, a church and schools. In the spring of 1918, after the Russian Revolution, Suomenlinna was turned over to the newly independent Finland. In 1991, Suomenlinna was included on the UNESCO World Heritage List as a unique monument of military architecture.

Teachers

Christoph Conrad, University of Geneva, Switzerland

Christoph Conrad is Professor of Contemporary History at the University of Geneva, Switzerland. His research interests are related to the comparison of welfare states, the development of opinion polls and marketing research, and the history of national historiographies in the 19th and 20th centuries. Professor Conrad is a member of the NordWel's International Reference Group. Recent relevant publications include, among others, Christoph Conrad and Jürgen Kocka (eds.), Staatsbürgerschaft in Europa (edition Körber-Stiftung, Hamburg 2001); Christoph Conrad and Sebastian Conrad (eds.), Die Nation schreiben: Geschichtswissenschaft im internationalen Vergleich (Vandenhoeck & Ruprecht, Göttingen 2002); Christoph Conrad and Laura von Mandach (eds.), Auf der Kippe. Hanne Marlene Dahl, Roskilde University Centre, Denmark

Hanne Marlene Dahl is Associate Professor at the Department of Society and Globalisation at the Roskilde University in which she leads the research group 'G(local) Welfare'. She is also head of the Danish Research School ‘Welfare State and Diversity’. She has published in The International Feminist Journal of Politics, Knowledge, Work & Society, Acta Sociologica, The European Journal of  Women's Studies and co-edited Dilemmas of Care in the Nordic Welfare State with T.R. Eriksen (2005). She has just finished a research project 'Struggles about Time: Struggles about Recognition in the field of Care' financed by the National Danish Research Council with several forthcoming international publications.

Adalbert Evers, Justus-Liebig University in Giessen, Germany

Adalbert Evers is Professor of Comparative Health and Social Policy at the Justus-Liebig University in Giessen, Germany. There he works both in the Institute for Political Sciences and in the Institute for Household Economy and Consumer Research. His research interests are related to  theories of welfare state and social policy, civil society and the third sector, international comparison of social services, civil participation and the concept of governance. Recent relevant publications include, among others, Adalbert Evers and Jean-Louis Laville (eds.), The Third Sector in Europe (Edward Elgar, Cheltenham / Northampton 2004), Adalbert Evers and Rolf G. Pauli Kettunen, University of Helsinki, Finland

Pauli Kettunen is Professor of Political History at the University of Helsinki, Finland. His research interests are related to nationalism and globalization, welfare state and working life relations, social movements, and conceptual history. In addition he has examined European consensus traditions and the birth of the Finnish wage-work society. Professor Kettunen is the director of NCoE NordWel and one of the chairs of NordWel's theme group ‘The Normative Charges of Work: The Labour Market and the Welfare State’. Walter Korpi, Stockholm University, Sweden

Walter Korpi is Professor of Social Policy at the Swedish Institute for Social Research (SOFI), Stockholm University. His research interests cover comparative studies on welfare state development, political sociology, political economy, unemployment, class and gender. Stein Kuhnle, Hertie School of Governance, Germany

Stein Kuhnle is Professor of Comparative Social Policy at the Hertie School of Governance, Germany. He currently serves as adjunct professor at the Centre for Welfare State Research in the University of Southern Denmark, Odense. His research interests are related to historical and comparative studies of welfare state development in Scandinavia and Europe, and in recent years he has extended his research to include comparative studies of social policy development in East and South-east Asia. Professor Kuhnle is a member of the NordWel's Management Group. Recent relevant publications include, among others, Stein Kuhnle (ed.) Survival of the European Welfare State (Routledge, London/New York 2000), Nanna Kildal and Stein Kuhnle (eds.), Normative Foundations of the Welfare State: The Nordic Experience (Routledge, London / New York 2005).

Pirjo Markkola, Åbo Akademi University, Finland

Pirjo Markkola currently serves as Professor of Nordic history at the Åbo Akademi University, Finland. Her research interests are related to social and women's history. Professor Markkola is a member of the NordWel's Management Group and she chairs NordWel's theme group ‘Religion, Lutheranism and the Nordic Welfare State Model’ with Professor Bo Stråth. Recent relevant publications include, among others, Changing Patterns of Welfare: Finland in the 19th Century in Steven King and John Stewart (eds.), Welfare Peripheries in Modern Europe (Peter Lang AG, 2007), Nordic Gender Models and Lutheranism, A Historical Perspective in Kari Elisabeth Børresen and Sara Cabibbo (eds.), Gender, Religion, Human Rights in Europe (Herder, Roma 2006).

Janet Newman, Open University, the United Kingdom

Janet Newman is Professor of Social Policy at the Open University, United Kingdom. Her research focuses on analyses of governance, policy and politics in trying to understand new political formations. A particular focus is on changing discourses and practises of publics and publicness and issues of equality, difference and diversity. Recent relevant publications include, among others, Remaking Governance: Peoples, Politics and the Public Sphere (Policy Press, 2005), ‘Discursive Arenas: deliberation and the constitution of identity in public participation at local level’, Social Movement Studies, 2006, 5.

Claus Offe, Hertie School of Governance, Germany

Claus Offe is Professor of Political Sociology at the Hertie School of Governance, Berlin. Professor Offe is the author of numerous ground-breaking essays and books in social theory, political sociology and public policy. In addition he has made substantive contributions to understanding the relationship between democracy and capitalism. His recent works have focused on economies and states in transition to democracy. Recent relevant publications include, among others, Reflections on America: Tocqueville, Weber and Adorno in the United States (University Press, Cambridge 2005) and Claus Offe with Susanne Fuchs, Welfare State Formation in the Enlarged European Union - Patterns of Reform in the Post-Communist New Member States (WZB Discussion Paper, SP IV 2007-306).

Ilona Ostner, Georg-August University in Göttingen, Germany

Ilona Ostner is Professor of Sociology in the Georg-August University in Göttingen, Germany. Her research interests are related to international comparison of social policies, social policy and European integration and family politics. Recent relevant publications include, among others, Ilona Ostner and Christoph Schmitt (eds.), Family Policies in the Context of Family Change, The Nordic Countries in Comparative Perspective (VS Verlag für Sozialwissenschaften, Wiesbaden 2008), Individualisation – The Origins of the Concept and its Impact on German Social Policies in Social Policy & Society 3:1 (University Press, Cambridge 2003).

Klaus Petersen, University of Southern Denmark, Denmark

Klaus Petersen is Professor at the Centre for Welfare State Research in the University of Southern Denmark, Odense. His research interests include the history of the welfare state, social democracy, transnational welfare history, Americanization, and the Cold War in Denmark. His has published a number of books, articles and edited volumes within these fields including The Nordic Model of Welfare. A historical re-appraisal, Museum Tusculanum Press 2006 (ed. with Niels Finn Christiansen e.a.), The Politics of Age. Basic Pension in Comparison, Peter Lang fortcoming 2008 (ed. with Jørn Henrik Petersen). Currently he is co-editing a six-volumes Danish Welfare State History (to be completed in 2014). Professor Petersen is the vice-director of NCoE NordWel and one of the chairs of the theme group 'Epistemic Communities: Knowledge and Social Interests in the Making of the Nordic Welfare State'.

Bo Stråth, University of Helsinki, Finland

Professor Bo Stråth holds a chair in Nordic, European and World History at the Centre for Nordic Studies (Renvall Institute) in the University of Helsinki, Finland. The chair is part of the Finland Distinguished Professor Programme. In the framework of his chair his research concentrates on two projects: "Between Restoration and Revolution, National Constitutions and Global Law: an Alternative View on the European Century 1815-1914" co-directed with Martti Koskenniemi and "Conceptual History and Global Translations: The Euro-Asian and African Semantics of the Social and the Economic". Recent relevant publications include Union och demokrati. De Förenade rikena Sverige-Norge 1814-1905 (Union and Democracy. The United Kingdoms Sweden-Norway 1814-1905)2005,  European Solidarities. Tensions and Contentions of a Concept, co-edited with Lars Magnusson 2007, Reflections on Europe. Nordic Centre of Excellence The Nordic Welfare State – Historical Foundations and Future Challenges

Nordic Centre of Excellence “The Nordic Welfare State – Historical Foundations and Future Challenges”, NCoE NordWel, is a multidisciplinary, cross-national research network of seven partner units in the Nordic universities, financed by NordForsk and hosted by the Department of Social Science History at the University of Helsinki.

The mission of NCoE NordWel is to deepen our understanding of the development of the Nordic welfare state in order to qualify the discussion of Nordic societies and their future. This involves the establishing of a Nordic research platform highly integrated within international welfare research.

NCoE NordWel seeks to qualify the discussion of the Nordic welfare state by reaching beyond research settings in which ‘the Nordic model’ is seen as a static target for challenges or as a mode of responding to them. Instead, challenges and responses are conceived of as the dynamics of change in the welfare state. At the Centre, these challenges and responses are examined by focusing on their multilayered historicity, meaning the presence of historical layers in the rules and norms of the Nordic welfare states and the role of historical experiences and institutions in the interpretation of the current transformation.

NordWel began its five-year mandate in March 2007 as a part of NordForsk's Centre of Excellence Programme on Welfare Research.

Research agenda

The Nordic welfare state is a concept and hallmark that has for decades attracted international attention.  It encompasses the systems of social security and service, the societal patterns, and the normative value systems of the five Nordic countries Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Norway and Sweden.

Nowadays it is widely recognised that the Nordic welfare state is being challenged by the necessity of responding to major external transformations. However, the accounts of the role of the welfare state in these transformations are controversial. On the one hand, the welfare state's old national institutions are expected to decay because of global competition and its imperatives. On the other, it is seen as a sustainable model for a consensual response to the new external challenges. It is seen as a set of ethical principles and social innovations to be applied not only on the national level but also in European integration and global governance.

NCoE NordWel is trying to qualify this discussion by reaching beyond the customary research settings. This is done by first studying how different historical layers, developed gradually and mediated through mentalities, values and traditions, are present in the rules and norms of the Nordic welfare states, and second by examining how the historical experiences and institutions influence the ways in which the current transformations are conceived of and dealt with.
